ORDINANCE PURSUANT TO SECTION 15.1-11 OF THE CODE OF VIRGINIA

At a regular meeting of the Council of the Town of Parksley, Virginia, held on the _12th _ day of _March___ 20_18_ at which the Mayor and _4_ members of Council were present, the following ordinance was adopted by vote as follows:

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE TOWN OF PARKSLEY AS FOLLOWS:

1. (A)
That the owners of property within the Corporate Limits of the Town of Parksley shall, at such 
time or items as the governing body may prescribe remove therefrom any and all trash, 
garbage, refuse, litter and other substances which might endanger the health or safety of other 
residents of the Town.

   (B)
That whenever the governing body deems it necessary, it may, after reasonable notice, have 
such trash, garbage, refuse, litter and other substances which might endanger the health or 
safety of other residents of the Town removed by its own agents or employees, in which even 
the cost or expenses thereof shall be chargeable to and paid by the owners of such property and 
may be collected by the Town as taxes and levies are collected.

2. (A)
That the Owners of vacant, developed or undeveloped property in the Town shall cut grass, 
weeds, or other foreign growth on such property or any part thereof at such time or times as 
the governing body shall prescribe.

   (B)
Whenever the height of grass, weeds, or other foreign growth reaches the height of nine (9) 
seven (7) inches or more, the governing body may, after reasonable notice, have such grass, 
weeds, or  other foreign growth cut by its agents or employees, in which event the cost 
and 
expenses thereof shall be chargeable to and paid by the Owner of such property and may 
be collected by 
the Town as taxes and levies are collected.   
3.
That all trash, garbage, refuse, litter, and other debris shall be disposed of in personally owned 
or privately owned receptacles  that are provided for such use and for the use of persons 
disposing of such matter or in authorized facilities proved for such purpose and in no other 
manner not authorized by law.

4.
That every charge authorized by this section with which the owner and lien holder of any such 
property shall have been assessed and which remains unpaid shall constitute a lien against such 
property ranking on a parity with liens for unpaid local taxes and enforceable in the same 
manner as provided in Articles 3 and 4 of Chapter 39 of Title 58.1.

5. (A)
that it shall be unlawful for any person to violate or permit the violation of any section of this 
Ordinance and any person, corporation or entity that violates or permits the violation shall be 
guilty of a civil penalty and upon conviction thereof shall be fined not less than Fifty Dollars 
($50.00) nor more than Two Hundred Dollars ($200.00) for each offense.

6.
It is hereby declared that an emergency exists and this Ordinance shall be effective immediately.
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
